GENERAL STATEMENT

We believe that Art and Design is the ideal subject in which all pupils, whatever their background, influence and ability, may achieve degrees of success, and thus increase not only their own self-esteem, but also their value in the eyes of others.  

It is important that we strive to encourage the pupils’ confidence in their own ability, and that we nurture the natural ability that all children possess, as we feel that everyone is a potentially creative person.

Art is a way of stimulating children’s creativity and imagination through visual, tactile and sensory experiences and responding to different times and cultures.  We feel it is necessary to recognise that it is not always the end result that is all-important, but rather the process and the confidence of individuals attempting the tasks.

AIMS

Through our teaching and learning in Art and Design, we hope that all our pupils will:

· Have an enriched experience of the visual and tactile world in which they live.
· Have confidence to express their ideas and feelings visually.
· Experience pleasure and joy in making things and develop a degree of mastery of a range of hand tools and materials.
· Develop the patience and persistence to realise their ideas and recognise the possibilities of going wrong, without the feeling of a sense of failure.
· Recognise some of the richness and variety of different art forms and their functions both in their own culture and that of others.
· Develop skills in the use of a variety of techniques and media.
· Develop their ICT capabilities where appropriate within Art.

OBJECTIVES

Our scheme of work for Art and Design will provide opportunities for pupils to:

· Improve their powers of observation and use the visual language, LINE, SHAPE, COLOUR, TONE, FORM, SPACE, VOLUME, TEXTURE and PATTERN to make artistic responses.
· Experience as wide a range of two-dimensional and three-dimensional media as possible and develop skills in the handling of these media.
· Develop the critical skills and vocabulary to enable them to evaluate their own work and that of others.
· Develop the ability to enlarge on and reconstruct experience, express inner feelings and emotions, and exercise inventiveness.
· Develop the ability to experiment with materials, to sustain an artistic inquiry through to the end, and to experiment with possible outcomes.
· Develop the ability to select appropriate tools and to learn sensible handling of a range of materials.
· Develop an understanding of the work of, and contact with, practising Artists, Crafts people and designers, and be able to apply this knowledge in their own work.
· Observe, select and manipulate objects and materials.

KNOWLEDGE ORGANISERS 

Children’s learning will be supported by the use of ‘Knowledge Organisers’ as appropriate.  Knowledge Organisers will outline key learning objectives, themes and important vocabulary to scaffold student’s learning. These may be shared, displayed or added to the children’s personal sketchbooks. 

ASSESSMENT

Assessment will form part of a continuous teaching and learning process based on work produced throughout the year.  Assessment of activities will be carried out through observation and discussion with individuals, using their sketchbooks and portfolios of work.  Activities will be assessed by using a selection of the following criteria:

· Use of colour, light and tone.
· How sensitively, and with what variety, the medium has been used.
· How texture is represented.
· How space and form are used.
· Selection of view and position of work on paper.
· Skills of observation and recording.
· Capability with tools.
· Appropriateness of medium.
· Quality of imagination, inventiveness and ideas.
· Originality.
· Ability to review and appraise work, and development of self-critical skills.
· Ability to make comparisons and links between own work and that of other artists.
· Understanding and appreciation of artworks.
· Pleasure and enthusiasm.
· Interest and motivation.
· Contribution to discussion, and use of art vocabulary.
· Competence in activities.
· Ability to produce both 2D and 3D work.
· Ability to express feelings and preferences.
